In 1625, settlers from Holland arrived on the southern coast of a long, narrow island
off the east coast of North America. It was a beautiful island with thick forests full of
wild animals, and deep rivers full of fish. There was a waterfall in the centre of the
island, and in the north the settlers found a mountain with steep cliffs. There were

long beaches with sand dunes along the coasts, and a deep harbour in the south where
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it was safe for their ships. It was the perfect place to build a new town.
The men from Holland weren’t the first people on the island. Native Americans lived
in a forest near the mountain in the north, and they called their island
Manna-hata, which meant ‘island of many hills’.
